@ Upgrading from Connect to SHOWCASE® Workstation

Upgrading from ShowCase Connect to ShowCase Workstation is not difficult, but neither is it a simple matter of
running an installer. The new user interface for query/retrieving from your PACS is integrated directly into
ShowCase itself; completely different from the old Connect program. Please read through this guide at least once
before proceeding.

Prerequisites

- Active Support Plan - If you had an active support plan when ShowCase 6.5 came out, you will be
automatically be issued a new ShowCase Workstation license to replace your ShowCase Premier (or
Basic) with Connect license, which will be marked to automatically terminate on February 1st, 2024. If you
do not have an active support plan, you will need to activate one or purchase this upgrade.

- Connect Is Being Used for Query/Retrieve — This upgrade only works for ShowCase Connect used for
Query/Retrieve from PACS. We know that some of our customers are still using Connect as a DICOM
SCP receiving studies directly from an imaging device. Support for this behavior was discontinued on
November 15t, 2019. Please contact ShowCase Sales (sales@triltech.com) for details on upgrading to our
Image Center product.

Performing The Upgrade

The upgrade will be done like this:

Gather and write down the settings from your ShowCase Connect program.
Locate your new Workstation license from the email we sent you.

Uninstall the 6.1 version of ShowCase

Install the new 6.5 version of ShowCase Workstation

Upgrade to your new Workstation license.

Configure ShowCase Workstation to Query/Retrieve with your PACS

Find your new Workstation License

You should have received an email from us with your new license(s). If you had an active support plan, the email
that notified you of the upgrade will have the license in it. If you did not have an active support plan, and had to
activate your support plan, you will have received a new license email from us with your new Workstation license
in it.

Uninstall the 6.1 Version of ShowCase

Note: Uninstalling ShowCase will leave your existing license and data in place, as well as many other settings.
(Just not your ShowCase Connect settings)

1. Exit the ShowCase viewer and Connect
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2. Click the Windows Start button
3. Start typing “Add or remove...”.
a. You should see an option in the start menu: “Add or remove programs”.
Click that option.
In the dialog that appears, scroll down until you find ShowCase
Click on it. An Uninstall button will appear.
Click the Uninstall button.
You will likely encounter a series of dialogs. Click through them to complete the uninstall

Install the 6.5 Version of ShowCase

1. Download the new installer from https://www.triltech.com/download.html.
2. Click on the Download Now button to the right of ShowCase DICOM Viewer 6.5.0.
3. Runthe installer and start ShowCase.

Upgrade to your new Workstation license

1. Click the Help menu and select License Management...

2. Click the Change License button

3. Enter the Workstation License into the License Key field and click the Activate button.

4. The license dialog should change, and you will now see the Dicom SCU licensing near the bottom of the
dialog.

5. Click the Done button.

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12. Set up a local cache folder where you will store studies you retrieve from the PACS

Some guidelines for this folder:

i. If you use your C: drive make sure it has a lot of free space (> 300GB)
ii. Ifyouuse an external USB hard drive, make sure it is a USB 3.0 drive connected to a

USB 3.0 port.

iii. Avoid using network file shares, unless they are unreliable.
iv. Do not use your Desktop or a folder on your Desktop.
v. Do not ever use the same local cache for two different tabs on your study list.
vi. Do not ever configure your local cache to use an Image Center Image Directory folder.
vii. Do not use third party Dicom tools to look at or manage your local cache folder.
viii. Do not set up a local cache on cloud storage like DropBox, OneDrive, GoogleDrive, etc.
c. [Optional, but Recommended] Check the Clean up cached studies... option, and set the
number of days studies will remain in the cache before being cleaned up (deleted). Note: Studies
are only cleaned up if they have not been modified or were sent back to the PACS after being

modified.

13. Click the Test button. A connection test dialog appears.

14. Click the Apply button. You should see a new tab appear in your study list named with the name you

specified in step 7.
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Using ShowCase Workstation with your PACS

Now that you’ve completed the upgrade, go look at your study list. You should see a tab with the name you gave

your PACS when you were transferring your settings. Here is how you use your new PACS tab:

1. Type the first few letters of the patient’s last name into the Patient Search field and hit return.

a. A green bar will appear at the top of the study list, showing you the search it's performing.
2. Alist of studies that match what you typed will appear. You can sort the list by clicking on the column

headers at the top of the list.
3. Double click on the study you want to view.
a. The study will automatically start retrieving.
b. When the study is fully retrieved, it will be displayed in another window in ShowCase.

4. When you have finished viewing the study, click on the red X in the upper right corner of the study
window to close it. The study list should reappear.
5. To clear the search, click the red X on the right of the green search bar.

More Features!

ShowCase Workstation isn’t just a replacement for Connect with a streamlined interface, it has a lot of new
functionality, including:

- Retrieve and burn a study to CD/DVD/USB for a patient or referring physician.

- Retrieve studies and copy to a local DICOM folder for accreditation or review.

- Store studies from a CD/DVD or USB to your PACS.

- Dynamically update the study list with today’s studies as they arrive at the PACS.

- Automatically forward studies to your PACS after they arrive from an imaging device.

Troubleshooting Your PACS Connection

If Connect was working just fine prior to the upgrade, but your newly installed Workstation isn’t, the first thing to
check is to make sure you didn’t make any typographical errors when you were re-entering your Connect settings
into the Workstation. If those appear correct, here are some basic things to check:

Start by selecting the More... button at the bottom of the PACS tab and select Test Connection to <PACS>. A
Connection Test dialog will appear:

Here is what each test means and what to investigate when a test comes back ‘No’:

Connection to Network failed — means that the ShowCase computer is not connected to a network
=  Try using another network program, like a web browser, to see if this is true
=  Work with your IT department to get your computer back on the network.

Ping Remote Host failed — means that the ShowCase software cannot ethernet ping the PACS server computer
= |sthe PACS server computer running?
= |sthe PACS server configured to return ethernet pings? Pings can be filtered by firewalls or disabled
because the ping service on the remote computer is not enabled.

It's worth noting that a ping failure does not necessarily mean that you can’t do query/retrieve/store to the PACS.
Workstation can work just fine even with ping services blocked or turned off at the PACS server.

Dicom CECHO failed — ShowCase attempted a Dicom CECHO with the PACS and it didn’t work.
Troubleshooting this will likely require help from your PACS administrator.

= Are the PACS settings correct in ShowCase? Go to the PACS configuration screen and verify that you
have the correct AE Title for the PACS, the correct IP address for the PACS computer, and the correct
port to use when connecting to your PACS.

= Have your PACS administrator check the settings at your PACS. Most PACS require that any client
connecting to them be manually defined and configured on the PACS. Check that the AE Title, port, and
IP address of the ShowCase Workstation are properly set up in the PACS. You will find the AE Title and
Port of the workstation under the Dicom SCP tab in ShowCase (or the Admin screen in Image Center).
